TWHS Graduation Lock-in Meeting
October 25, 2012

The lock in event for Seniors of TWHS and CPHS will be held at Main Event. CPHS will be June 3 and TWHS will be June 4. Both nights will be from 11pm-5am, and students must arrive prior to midnight. The cost for negotiated for Main Event is $27 per student, which includes:

Several varieties of pizza, chips and assorted dips, popcorn, cookies, water, lemonade, iced tea and sodas. Activities include unlimited bowling, laser tag, foosball, pool tables and over 100 interactive games. 

We will bring in a candy bar, cake and Shipley donuts at an additional expense.

We have met with the Chairpersons for CPHS and have agreed to jointly raise funds, which has been done in years past as well.

Our biggest needs at the moment are to get a committed group of parents to work on Fundraising. We are hoping to put together a committee which will work with Debbie and I, as well as the group from College Park. We have identified several area restaurants which we will divide amongst the 2 groups so that we don’t each hit up the same businesses. As we raise funds, the solicitation letter will include verbiage to show the donations are benefitting both High Schools.
We are also looking for parents whose business or employer would be willing to sponsor some of the activities. In return for this sponsorship they would get recognition from signs placed at the activity. We are also requesting to have an insert included in the graduation program from each school listing the sponsors who supported the lock-in, and are hoping to get The Villager to print thank you recognition as well. Anyone who has a contact at The Villager and/or a sign company, who might be willing to donate their services, please contact us. We are an established 501c3, so all donations or gifts of service are tax deductable.
We are trying to get permission from CISD to pass donation buckets at the CPHS vs TWHS during halftime to raise funds for the lock-in.

Another idea for a fundraiser in December, “Hanging for the Holidays”, is to get Mr. Colschen and selected AP’s to volunteer to be duct taped to the cafeteria walls by students, at a cost of $1 per strip of tape! A dunking booth was also suggested but we’re not sure of the logistics, cost and feasibility of making that happen.
We are also looking for parents to work with CPHS to staff two concession stands at the Insperity Golf Tournament between April 29 and May 5, 2013. This tournament raised over $2500 last year for our Graduation lock-in.
We have key chains we are selling as part of our fundraisers. They are $5 each and 4 styles are available. TWHS in silver, TWHS in red, a red “W” or a silver “W”. 

They are being sold on Thursdays during lunches with the Spirit Wear.

At the meeting I shared the costs of the additional activates graduates have had at past lock-ins, which we will bring to Main Event provided we can raise the funds:
Casino – approximately 10 blackjack tables, 4 poker tables, 1 roulette and 1 craps table, at a cost of $750 per night

Mr. Jeopardy – an interactive trivia type game which past graduates have loved, $1500 per night

Money Machine – approximately $600 per night, not counting the money placed inside the machine

Face Painting - $125 per hour and 12 hrs have been provided each night

Caricature artist - $150 per hour and 12 hrs have been proved each night

Airbrush Skin Art - $600 per night for 5 hours of service.
